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Leipzig-based galerie intershop presents states of ambiguity, an exhibition by three artists who met during residency stays in
Iceland. From distinct personal perspectives and experiential backgrounds, they develop an aesthetic field of resonance rooted
in the seclusion and primal character of a landscape far removed from the metropolitan art world. Their resulting works weave
together as a complicated survey of our perilous social and physical existence.

This ambitious collaborative project, a convergence of ambiguous photographs, film, and sculpture, discerningly bring the
question of our existence to the forefront of awareness. Together, they form a compelling contribution to international artistic
exchange within the context of the Leipzig Spinnerei.
